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THE AUDITION
Now that you have had some training in terms of acting, it is time to put all of your knowledge to the test. Your acting skills should not only be used here in the classroom, but in a professional setting. Therefore, you will be asked to prepare for an audition simulation that will be presented before the whole class. The following requirements must be met in order to be “cast” in the production:

ACTING AUDITION
· Two Monologues
· Your choice of COMEDIC/DRAMATIC/CONTEMPORARY/CLASSICAL monologues should be prepared and performed in your audition.
· Both monologues must add up to FIVE minutes in performance time collectively.
· Monologues must be classroom appropriate and be censored if containing graphic or foul language/concepts.
· Failure to censor will result in immediate termination of the audition and a zero will be given as the grade for this final.
· Monologues must be memorized and fully blocked.
MUSICAL AUDITION
· One Monologue and One Song
· One monologue and one song from a musical choice (MUSICAL THEATRE piece that is accompanied by CD or piano…NO ACAPPELA!) should be prepared and performed in your audition. 
· Both the monologue and the song must add up to five minutes in performance time collectively.
· Monologues and songs must be classroom appropriate and be censored if containing graphic or foul language/concepts.
· Failure to censor will result in immediate termination of the audition and a zero will be given as the grade for this final.
· Monologues and songs must be memorized and fully blocked.
· Professional Resume

· A one-page, typed professional resume must be presented at the time of your audition.
· Failure to have a completed and typed resume will result in a 50% reduction of your grade for this final.
The audition simulation will commence on ______________________________ and will be worth _______________ points. If you will be absent on this day for any reason, you must schedule with the director for a time before the given date.  Actors must come in prepared and act in a professional matter. Actors must be dressed for success and be ready to perform. Class time will be given to research monologues, work on resumes, and practice for the audition.
